This letter is to announce the annual meeting and banquet of the Northwestern College Alumni Society.

Thursday, May 22, 2008
The Annual Meeting of the NWC Alumni Society will be held in the Wisconsin Lutheran Seminary Chapel from 2:00 to 3:30 pm, on Thursday, May 22.  The banquet will be held at the Alpine Village Restaurant on the corner of Cedarburg Road and Donges Bay Road, South of Thiensville,Wisconsin, 4:00 to 6:30 pm.  We will serve at about 4:30 PM.
We have changed the date to Thursday because we felt that hosting the banquet on the Friday after graduation made it more difficult for alumni to stay in the area with no event in the evening or the next day.  We have returned to the Alpine village Restaurant after being promised that we will have a private dining room.  At Alpine Village we can also have a larger selection on our menu at a more reasonable price.

A cash bar will be open at 4:00 pm.  The meal will be served at 4:30 pm.  Class speakers will briefly highlight what NWC meant to them and to their classmates.  The banquet will be over at 6:30 pm to allow you time to get to the Wisconsin Lutheran Seminary Concert.  
Tickets for the banquet should be picked up in the Dining Hall, 11:00 - 12:30 pm, or prior to the meeting, 1:30 - 2:00 pm, in the Chapel entrance. 

Directions to the Alpine Village Restaurant
Take Buntrock Road south from the Wisconsin Lutheran Seminary Campus to Mequon Road.  Turn left on Mequon Road and take it to Cedarburg Road (the first stoplight).  Turn right on Cedarburg Road and take it to the interchange with Donges Bay Road.  The Alpine Village Restaurant is on the northwestern corner of the intersection.  Please park to the west of the restaurant and enter via the door at the southwest corner of the building.  We will have a cash bar near our private room.
Tickets must be ordered by May 16, 2008, we cannot promise seating to late registrants.
Financial Matters

The NWC Alumni Society Presidents Endowment Fund is currently invested in the Wisconsin Ev. Lutheran Synod Commingled Trust Fund.  As of February 29, 2008, we have total assets of $218,983.23 in the NWC Presidents Endowment Fund.  This is only a slight increase over our assets last year at this time.  We have been negatively impacted by the market this year.  We are also at our low point for the year.
This spring we plan to fund ten $1000 scholarship grants in aid for the 2008-2009 school year at Martin Luther College.  Ten students will receive grants of $1000 each.  All of these students are matriculating in the pastor track program at Martin Luther College.  The grants will be given from your dues payments and from the income of our NWC Alumni Society Presidents Endowment Fund. 
The NWC Alumni Society will also be funding work on the WELS Archives, the  repository of our history.  We will fund the re-organization and digital cataloguing of the WELS Archives during the 2008-2009 school year in the amount of $20,000.  We expect to receive a matching grant of $20,000 from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans for the project.
Please note that this year NWC alumni will provide a light luncheon and beverages in the Dining Hall on May 22nd, from 11:00 to 12:30 PM.  The hospitality luncheon will be open to everyone attending the Graduation Day festivities.  As an alumnus or alumna of NWC or NPS you are especially welcome to attend.  We would ask that you sign the guest book at the alumni table in the dining hall.  While you are there you would also be welcome to pick up ministerial education recruitment material which you may wish to give to prospective students in your family or congregation.  We also hope to have the names and pictures of our Presidents Fund Grant recipients posted in the Dining Hall.  The Tontine will be on display prior to the meeting in the WLS Library.

At the 2:00 Annual NWC Alumni Society Meeting in the Seminary Chapel we plan to introduce the members who are present and conduct society business.  Several special items of business will be brought before the members who are present.  Most of these items revolve around increased cooperation with the various alumni society directors at our WELS worker training schools which your board is recommending.  

· It is felt that the NWC Alumni Society needs more and varied opportunities to participate in gatherings 

and events at various places in the WELS.  Your board feels that these events will allow for more 

fellowship and will promote the work of the society in a broader way.  

- The NWC Alumni Society would be participating in the gatherings of alumni classes at Martin 



Luther College this July 25-27.  

- The NWC Alumni Society will be participating in the Alumni football reunion on September 20, 

2008, when Martin Luther College plays football against Blackburn College in Watertown on the Luther Prep School’s Umnus Field.  



-  You will receive more information about these events in the near future from the various schools.

- Your board recommends that we give the Alumni Directors at the various schools our updated address 


lists each year.  We are asking for your approval to do this, since that is an ethical thing to do.
- We are asking you to give us your email address.  Please note the attached form.  As time goes on, we 


expect that we will be able to communicate with you more regularly and more economically by 


using these email addresses.

Note:  All of this sharing means that you may be receiving letters from the various WELS Worker Training Schools to support various projects.  Your board asks you to note that we will continue to follow our policy mandated by our constitution of supporting no capital projects for any school.  We support only the NWC Alumni Society Presidents Endowment Fund and occasional projects to preserve the history of Northwestern College and Northwestern Preparatory School.  We encourage you to participate in the on-going work of our WELS Worker Training Schools, but the decision to do so is yours.  No capital project will be supported corporately by the NWC Alumni Society.
